4.  Board Development 

The board continued their discussion on the 

book, The Culturally Savvy Christian, by Dick 

Staub.  The primary topic was the mixed        

messages that our children are receiving from 

society vs. school/home/church.

Parents of attending students really stepped up with their donations and with the creation 

of the classroom donations.

While this is a fundraiser for our school it is also a relationship builder for our school. It strengthens our      

relationships among the staff of the school, with the parents in the school and with all our supporters and 

alumni for the school. It is also a good reminder to our students that they are in a community that really cares 

about their success as students and as children of God. 

      The staff was outstanding and very patient and understanding of all the goods and baskets that were 

slowly taking over the school during the planning of this auction. On set up day we had to empty three      

classrooms for the silent auction rooms and store all the desks and other things in the other two classrooms. 

So a big thank you to the staff at Everett Christian School for their patience and willingness to making this a 

great auction. 

      Parents of students at the school stepped up with donations for the auction, with helping with decorations 

for the auction, even going so far as to bring in a ô50õs car to help set the tone for our theme òThe Fabulous 

Fifties.ó This auction could not be done with out their willingness to volunteer, either on the committee, setting 

up the sound system, or in the kitchen, and helping with the decorating, setting up, and afterwards putting the 

school back into shape. 

      It is always wonderful to see our gymnasium filled with school supporters and alumni coming together for 

a night of fun, excitement and a purpose to keep our schoolõs mission of providing a Christ-centered          

education for our students alive. It is through functions such as the auction that we can really see the        

partnership of school, home and church.
